e All entries must be scanned or photographed, and emailed to us alongside
an entry form for each entry
e Materials such as cotton wool or glitter can't be reproduced
e Designs should be original - avoid the use of stencils and stamps
e We won't be able to reproduce cartoon characters because of copyright
issues

e Be used for the CELCIS Christmas e-card, which will be sent out in
Scotland, the rest of the UK, and internationally
e Be identified by the first name of the entrant
e Only be used for the CELCIS e-card and its promotion, and should not be
reproduced by any other organisations
